CityLink Transit

1. CityLink has been notified by TxDOT that it has been awarded $471,162 in Surface
Transportation Block Grant program funds for the replacement of 6 cutaway buses. These funds
have been flexed to the Section 5307 Urbanized Area Formula Program which will be
administered by FTA. Transportation Development Credits have been awarded as match.

2. Asreported earlier this year, CityLink applied for 2 separate opportunities for Planning funds
from TXDOT. We have been awarded $550,000 to perform planning activities relating to a
multi-modal facility in Abilene. CityLink has also been awarded $90,000 in Planning
funds for its Regional Transportation Coordination program which we serve as the Lead
Agency within the Region 7 Planning Area. These funds will be utilized to hire a
consultant to complete the 5 year Plan Update that is due in early 2022.

3. CityLink was allocated 5,139,361 in CARES Act funds from FTA. The majority of these funds will
be utilized to fund our operations and preventive maintenance. The remainder of the funds,
51.2 million will be used for various capital projects which will include development of
additional bus yard parking, resurfacing of the current bus yard and surrounding area and the
purchase and installation of 10 bus shelters along our fixed route system.
